Vice Chair/Chair Elect

We received 3 nominations for this one position, with one candidate declining.  The two candidates were Kay Ellis from Oklahoma State University and Beth Cammarn from University of Texas Medical Branch – Galveston.  Kay Ellis was elected to this position

Secretary

We received 2 nominations for this one position.  The two candidates were Charles Patterson from Baylor University and Linda Golden from the University of Tulsa.  Linda Golden was elected to this position.

Regional Executive Committee

We received 3 nominations for these two available positions, which one candidate declining.  The two candidates were Ty Lane from the University of Texas at Austin and Brett Henry from the Texas A&M University System – Texas Engineering Experiment Station.  Both candidates were elected to these positions.

Region V Member on the National Board of Directors

We received 4 nominations for this one position, with two of those declining.  The resulting two candidates were Matt Berry from the University of Oklahoma and Laura Wade from the University of Houston – Texas Center for Superconductivity.  Matt Berry was elected to this position.

As a result of the number of nominations and those who then declined, the nominating committee did not have to perform the task of narrowing the candidate pool.  Although the caliber of candidates is exceptional, one thing the nominating committee will be working on for the 2008 elections is a process for identifying more nominees.
