Nominating Committee – Region V
Annual Report – May 6, 2008
The call for nominations for the 2008 elections went out from NCURA national on January 30, 2008, with a due date of February 29, 2008.  The election was held from April 9, 2008 through April 23, 2009.  The Region chair notified all of the candidates of the results on or about April 25, 2008.
Vice Chair/Chair Elect

We received 3 nominations for this one position.  The two finalists were Toni Shaklee from Oklahoma State University and Gail Davis from Lamar University.  Toni Shaklee was elected to this position, but declined to serve.  Region V Chair Scott Erwin, with majority concurrence of the nominating and executive committee appointed Gail Davis to complete the term.
Treasurer
We received 3 nominations for this one position, with one candidate declining.  The two finalists were Carolyn Ivey from the University of Texas at Dallas and Kathy Adkins from Oklahoma State University.  Carolyn Ivey was elected to this position.

Regional Executive Committee

We received 7 nominations for these two available positions, with one candidate declining.  The 4 finalists were Rafael Martin from the University of Texas at Dallas, Suzanne Rivera from the University of Texas Southwestern Medical Center, Martha Crawford from the University of Texas at San Antonio and Kate Felzien from Northeastern State University in Tahlequah, Oklahoma.  Martha Crawford and Suzanne Rivera were elected to this position.

Myrta Stager from the National Office indicated that in 2008 we sent the election email to 508 members, and that 97 of them voted – this is a 19.1% rate.  This compares with the 2007 election, when we sent the election email to 474 members, and 110 voted, yielding a 23.3% rate.  I am not sure why the actual voting percentage decreased, but it is something the nominating chair, in concert with the Region V chair, should look at next year to see if greater participation could be achieved.
