Call to Order and Report from the Chair
Vicki Cox, Chair of Region V, called the meeting to order. She thanked the gold sponsor, Milletech Systems, and the silver sponsor, Charles River Laboratories. Vicki recognized Tom and Carolyn Ivey, and Roxie Kenerson, who manned the registration desk.  She thanked the following people for providing door prizes: Shelia Allen, Kimberly Jones, Alicia Brossette, Mechelle Jeanne, Pat Myrick, and Jeremy Forsberg.  Vicki introduced those newly elected:  Kay Ellis, Oklahoma State University, Vice Chair/Chair-Elect; Linda Golden, University of Tulsa, Secretary; Brett Henry, Texas Engineering Experiment Station, Texas A&M, Executive Committee; Ty Lane, University of Texas at Austin, Executive Committee; and Matt Berry, University of Oklahoma, Region V representative to the Board of Directors. Vicki also talked about the NCURA neighborhoods and highlighted the online libraries, webinars and online chat sessions.
Review of the minutes of the Tuesday November 7, 2006 Business meeting

Kay Ellis, Secretary, presented the Minutes and called for changes or comments.  A motion was made to approve the minutes as presented; the motion passed with no opposition.
Review of the Region V Financial Report

Gail Davis, Treasurer, presented the Region V Balance Statement as of March, 2007.   The ending balance was $53,600.18. She said there were 120 people attending the meeting.  
Report from Board of Directors

Jan Madole, Region V representative to the Board of Directors, said the program for the 49th annual meeting was close to completion, and that plans were already underway for the November 2008 meeting, NCURA’s 50th anniversary. Jan reported the Board has approved an extension to 2011 for the annual meeting to be held at the Washington Hilton. 
Jan said conference calls were continuing between nationals and the regional officers, and that the leadership conference would be held in September.  She said the LDI program was being reviewed – the N&LDC was going to take a look at the nomination procedures to include required regional recommendations. Jan stated we will have representatives who attend the European NCURA (EARMA).  The Board wants to increase joint participation. She said financially we are secure and are continuing to look at non-dues revenue.  
Jan discussed programming.  She said NCURA takes very seriously the different learning styles of different people and different generations. She said NCURA now offers over 40 programs, including online offerings.  A clinical trials tutorial will be online in the summer, and tutorials for mid-level managers and federal contracting will soon be added. The Board is also exploring “train-the-trainer” opportunities.
National Nominating & Leadership Development Committee Report

Laura Wade said the LDI retreat would be held May 18 and 19, and the group was doing very well. She said that on page 22 of the February/March 2007 NCURA Newsletter, there was a list of awards, and nominations were being accepted.  In addition, four key leadership positions needed to be filled; nominations for both awards and positions must be received on or before May 25, 2007.
Nominating Committee Report

Jason Pogue, Nominating Committee Chair, said his report was “scooped” earlier by Vicki Cox and thanked his committee members for their help.

Travel Scholarship Committee
Govind Narasimhan, Immediate Past Chair, thanked his travel committee members and announced the three recipients:  Tarah Smith, University of Oklahoma; Lisa Garcia, University of Texas Southwestern Medical Center at Dallas; and Amber Sharp, University of Texas Health Science Center at San Antonio.
Bylaws Committee 
Debbie Newton reported the changes to the Bylaws had passed and that administrative procedures would be drafted. 
Volunteer Coordinator Report

Debbie Newton said Charles Patterson, Baylor University, had been selected to fill the new Volunteer Coordinator position and to contact Charles if anyone would like to help.

Scott Erwin Recognition Report

Scott Erwin, Vice-Chair/Chair-Elect, recognized Vicki Cox as outgoing Chair and Kay Ellis as outgoing Secretary.  He also thanked the many people who helped him put the meeting together for all their hard work. 
Future Region V Meetings

Spring Meeting 2008 – Scott Erwin stated the 2008 regional meeting will be held in Oklahoma City, and hotel negotiations are underway. Oklahoma State University will be the host.
Spring Meeting 2009 – Scott said he was looking into the possibility of holding the meeting during Fiesta in San Antonio.
Spring Meeting 2010 – No site decision was made – the possibility of holding the meeting in Galveston was discussed.
