Once in the app and on the conference, you can add sessions to create your own personal agenda. Add multiple selections for each time slot so that you have options in case the one you selected is overrun or if you get 10 minutes in and realize they’re speaking Greek, you can and should feel free to leave and attend a different session. The app is also amazing as it has the slides and materials attached for each session, so even if you weren’t able to attend you can get those materials and study what the sessions had to offer after the fact. Lastly, recognize that session picking is about what you want to accomplish for your professional development, but also what information you may be able to offer your team or supervisor. Discuss with your supervisor what sessions they’d like you to come back with for your professional development.
